BITS FROM THE BOARD
LMWD Budget Process:  The LMWD Board has had two budget workshops for the purpose of planning and prioritizing future maintenance of the Lake, roads, water system.  They are taking into consideration proposed income and operating costs both annually and looking ahead 10 years.   YOUR INPUT IS ESSENTIAL IN PLANNING FOR THE FUTURE OF LAKE MADRONE!  A significant portion of the June, July, and August meetings will be dedicated to presenting our current fiscal status and outlining proposed budget plans for our future.  THE BOARD ASKS YOU TO PLEASE ATTEND SO THAT YOU ARE INFORMED AND HAVE OPPORTUNITIES TO OFFER IMPORTANT INPUT AND ASK QUESTIONS.

BEAR ACTIVITY:  This new resident has decided to stay for the summer and loves garbage!  Please, when possible, place your cans out for pickup after 8am on the day of pickup.  Be alert when out hiking or berry/apple picking this summer.
Water Weeds/Algae:  We have just completed the third treatment of the

floating algae seen in some areas on the Lakes water’s edge. Repeat treatments may be done as needed.  Curlyleaf pondweed is just beginning to show growth and will be treated as needed.  Parrot’s feather appears to be under control but we recognize that we must be vigilant about keeping it under control.  All of our aquatic weed treatments are safe for fish and swimmers. If you have questions speak with Dennis Nay.
Annual Channel Cleanout: LMWD Board is initiating the process for annual cleanout of the Berry Creek and Galen Creek inlets.  The plan is to continue annual channel cleanouts to help prevent the middle of the lake from becoming more shallow. The Board is also working toward saving funds for a future larger cleanout to remove the accumulated sediments and restore depth to the center of the Lake.

Fire Break East Side of Lake Madrone:  Approximately 10% of this project has been completed.    Maintenance of the completed fire break was a focus on Memorial weekend using volunteer work crews from our community.

Reflective street address signs are available from the Berry Creek Fire Dept or from Dennis Nay (589-3289, leave message).
 BURN PERMITS ARE REQUIRED (after 5/1/09) and may be obtained at the local CDF Station or US Forest Service Office, available until 7/1/10.
Duck Stickers/ Gate Card Keys/ Clickers:


All are available from Bodil.  The green and white duck stickers on windshields tell residents that your vehicle belongs in our community.  In this way neighbors can monitor vehicles that do not belong and thereby improve our security.


LOCK YOUR VEHICLES when not in use.  Do not leave valuables in an open pickup bed.

Landscape Committee:  This group is trying to come up with plans to improve the community-gathering site at the Ski Beach.  Replacement of our declining pine tree population and enhancement of existing flora and fauna are being discussed.  A proposal is before the group to place a retaining wall at the west side of the basketball/pickle ball court.  Rationale, placement, type and style of wall are being reviewed.
