BITS FROM THE BOARD
Bear Activity!   Lake Madrone now has a resident year-round garbage-loving bear!   Please, when possible, place your garbage cans out for collection on the day of pickup rather than the night before pickup.  The truck usually comes after 7:30am.  This bear has been making a mess for Bodil and residents all winter long.   Please also be alert when hiking with small children and pets and when out after dark.  When apple or berry picking be noisy so you don’t startle a bear.

2009 was a very busy and successful year for the LMWD Board and property owners!  The following are some of the major achievements and the number of years in planning it took to achieve completion.


Cleanout of approximately half of the shallow areas in the heart of the lake: (3 years).


Rebuild the outlet valve platform:  (3 years)


Third well water source:  (5 years) NOW ON LINE!


Starting the work on a Firebreak around the Lake (10% section started)

Board Member Election of Officers: Board Member Officers remain the same as 2009:  Roger Williams (Pres.), Scott Owens (V-Pres.), John Raymond (Sect.), Dennis Nay (Tres.), and Jim Smith as Member.

Budget Workshops:  The LMWD Board has had one of two budget workshops planning and prioritizing future maintenance of the Lake, roads, water system upgrades, taking into consideration proposed income and operating costs.  The second budget meeting will take place at the March 27th meeting, 8:30am, Roger Williams cabin, 10 Old Mill Road.  The public is welcome.  The regular Board meeting will follow at 9:30am and a summary of items discussed at the budget meeting will be shared with those in attendance at the regular Board meeting. 

Annual Channel Cleanout: LMDW Board is initiating the application process for annual cleanout of the Berry Creek and Galen Creek inlets.  Previous permits expired with our cleanout this past fall. The general plan is to continue annual channel cleanouts, in order to prevent the heart of the lake from becoming shallower, while saving funds to put toward future larger cleanouts of the center of the Lake.

Fire Break East Side of Lake Madrone:  10% of this project has been completed.  $54,000 in  State grant funds were awarded for further work in this area, however, it is believed that these funds will not be available due to the State’s financial status so the Board has decided to place the project on “hold” until finances for the State stabilize.  Maintenance of the completed portions will be the focus of the Board using volunteer work crews from our community on Memorial Day workday.

Duck Stickers/ Gate Card Keys/ Clickers:


All are available from Bodil.  The green and white duck stickers on windshields tell residents that your vehicle belongs in our community.  In this way neighbors can monitor vehicles that do not belong and thereby improve our security.

Landscape Committee:  This group is trying to come up with plans to improve the community-gathering site at the Ski Beach.  Replacement of our declining pine tree population and enhancement of existing flora and fauna are being discussed.  A proposal is before the group to place a retaining wall at the west side of the basketball/pickle ball court.  Rationale, placement, type and style of wall are being reviewed.

Jean Morony:  Retired Butte County Superior Court Judge Morony passed away in early February at the age of 97.  Words used to describe this talented and wonderful man in two Chico Enterprise Record articles are “wisdom”, “vision”, “dignified, “excellence”. Jean’s long career began in 1936.  He served as the Police Judge of Chico and was a partner for Price and Morony Law Firm for nearly 20 years before serving as Butte County Superior Court Judge from l961 to 1981.


In 1972 Judge Morony was wounded in an altercation at the old courthouse in Oroville and was later a key figure in the construction of the current and more secure courthouse in the County Center Drive complex in Oroville.


As a young lawyer and member of the Chico Chamber of Commerce Jean found himself on the chamber’s Airport Committee.  He lobbied for the U.S. Army to use the Chico Airport for its West Coast training command.  In late 1945 the Army deactivated the airfield and Jean helped Chico reclaim the property. Jean had the foresight to see the economic potential of the airport for business and passenger service. He served as Chairman for the first voter-approved Airport Commission, as the airfield became a public facility.  The Chico Municipal Airport was officially named the Jean Morony Airfield in 1992.


Jean Morony was a long-time Lake Madrone summer resident. He is remembered for his consistent kindness, support of community activities and LMWD Board, his gentle smile and wave, and his deep love of Lake Madrone.  Our thoughts and prayers go out to his Family and many, many friends.
